The purpose of this study is to propose and test a causal relationship of intellectual consciousness model
for Thai adolescents. The model posits that psychosocial factors such as cognitive social-emotional socialization from
parents, teacher, and friends as well as self-control influence adolescents’ intellectual consciousness. In addition,
intellectual consciousness directly affects adolescents’ quality of life, problem - solving ability, and prosocial behavior.
This model was tested with 1,312 lower secondary school students in Bangkok Metropolis. Results from a structural
equation modeling analysis (with AMOS) were found to support the casual relationship model of intellectual consciousness
for all participants and for each gender separately. Specifically, psycho-social factors such as cognitive social-emotional
socialization from parents, teacher, and friends and self-control could predict adolescents’ intellectual consciousness
by 69% . The cognitive social-emotional socialization from parents contributed most to adolescents’ intellectual
consciousness. In addition, both psychosocial factors and intellectual consciousness could account for 60%, 32% and
69% of adolescents’ prosocial behavior, problem-solving and quality of life, respectively. Finding also showed that

female adolescents scored higher on intellectual consciousness than male adolescents.
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Psychosocial factors related to Thais’ mobile phone usage and batter disposal

The propose of this study was to investigate Thais’ mobile phone usage and batter disposal. The study also examined
important psychosocial factors among Thai using different mobile phone battery waste disposal methods. The sample
consisted of 2,176 Thai mobile phone user in Bangkok. The analyzed data from mobile phone-battery usage questionnaires
revealed that on average, mobile phone users changed 2 used batteries and most mobile phone users kept used batteries in
their houses. The second methods of mobile phone battery disposal was discarded with other waste garbages. The result
showed that mobile phone users who disposed used mobile batteries mixed with other waste garbages were less appropriate
intention of mobile phone battery disposal, less attitude to wards mobile phone battery disposal, less mobile phone-battery
\knowledge, and more extrinsic motivation on mobile phone battery disposal.

Teacher’s Participation on Enhancing Intelligence Faculties of Thai Youth
( Pannee Boonprakob, Manat Boonprakob, Wiladlak Chauwanlee,
Tasana Tongpakdee, panthanee Vihokto, and Chintana Tansuwannon)

Abstract : The main objectives of this action research were to construct and develop teaching activities and formats appropriate
to enhancing intelligence faculties of the sixth graders, and investigate to results from applying such activities and formants
in the classroom. Research methodology was based on quantitative and qualitative approaches using PAR technique.
The subjects were 155 students and 10 teachers in total.

Key findings revealed that 1) the effects of teaching activities showed improvement in the students’ total scores
on intelligence faculties at .05 significant level. 2) Positive changes were found in teachers’ teaching activities and formats
\management, personality, and their perception towards students.

Subjective Well-being of Children and the Relations with Parents and Teachers
(Wiladlak Chuawanlee and Numchai Supparerkchaisakul )

This research aimed to examine 1) the relation between two types of parental rearing practices and the parent-child
relationships, 2) the relations of parental and teacher nurture practices and child’s subjective well-being, and 3)
the structural relationship among the variables between boys and girls. The participants in this study were 1,687 sixth
graders, 884 girls and 803 boys, from public schools in Bangkok. The participants answered the following questionnaires
at their schools: 1) love and reasoning questionnaires for parents, 2) parent—child relationship questionnaire, 3) caring
questionnaire for teachers, and 4) multidimensional students’ life satisfaction scale. The researcher hypothesized that: 1)
the parents’ love and reason orientations would have indirect positive effects on children’s subjective well-being via the
parent-child relationship, 2) the parent-child relationship and caring practice of teachers would have direct positive effects
on children’s well-being, and 3) boys and girls would have different structural relationship among variables.

The researcher investigated the hypotheses by testing two competing models. In the first model, the two parental
practices had both direct and indirect effects on children’s subjective well-being; the indirect effect was through the parent-
child relationship. Moreover, the caring practice of teachers had direct effect on children’s subjective well-being. In the
second model, the two parental rearing practices had only indirect effects on children’s subjective well-being and caring
practice of teachers had direct effect on well-being. The researcher utilized LISREL, version 8.72, to assess the model fit.
The results revealed that the overall fit of the second model was better than that of the first model. That is, the love and
reason orientations of parents had indirect impact on children’s well-being via the parent-child relationship and this relationship
together with the caring practice of teachers had an influence on the children’s well-being. A comparative invariance
analysis was conducted to examine the difference of the structural relationship. The results showed that the structural
relationship of the second model did not vary with sex. However, girls perceived love practices of parents higher than boys
and girls had higher latent means of all variables than boys. Discussion centers on the practical implications of the results.
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
