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The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the changing over period of time
of the variables in volunteer activity process consist of volunteer motivations, social
supports, volunteer behaviors, volunteer satisfactions and attitude towards making social
benefit contributions 2) to study the causal relationships of cross-lagged on variables in
volunteer activity process model and 3) to study the causal model of volunteer process in
the antecedents stage to the consequences stage of students in rajamangala university of
technology lanna. The 152 samples, randomly selected using multi-stage sampling. The
questionnaires of 5 measures were used for all 4 times in data collecting over 8 months.
Latent growth curve model (LGCM) and Structural Equation Modeling (SEM) were applied
to test 3 hypotheses.

The research findings were as follows: 1) The latent growth curve model of all
variables were fitted with empirical data, during the volunteer activity, the social supports
had no statistically significant changes; however, volunteer motivations and volunteer
satisfactions significantly increased over period of time, moreover, volunteer behaviors and
attitudes towards making social benefit contributions increased and decreased with no
differences. 2) There were cross-lagged causal relationships; in appearance, some of ahead
causal variables had an effect to some of next effect variables while some of ahead effect
variables had an effect to some of next causal variables, and almost all there were
correlations with itself at difference points in time and; 3) The adjusted causal relationships
model of volunteer activity process was fitted with empirical data and found that there were
no significant effect of at the antecedents stage on the experiences stage. However, at the
experiences stage, volunteer behaviors and social supports had an effect to volunteer
satisfactions and to attitude towards making social benefit contributions in the consequence

stage respectively.
