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The objectives of this research were to develop and to synthesize the problem-based
instructional strategies of elementary teachers in the professional learning community. The
research was conducted using emancipatory action research. The research areas were the
schools under the authority of the office of Satun Primary Educational Service Area One. The
research process was comprised two phases. In the first phase, both schools and participants
included three educational institution administrators, eight teachers, and six students. In the
second phase, two schools and participants consisting of two educational institution
administrators, six teachers, and forty-eight students were selected. The research instrument
consisted of in-depth interview forms, focus group discussion notes, teaching plans, teaching
plan assessments, teaching behavior observations of teacher forms, and the learning behavior
recorded on of the students forms. The research employed grounded theory was used for
data analysis.

The results showed the following: 1) the teachers positively changed their behavioral
problem-based instructional strategies, in terms of language, activities, and in relation to the
development of students in areas of cognitive content, thinking ability, teamwork, courage,
and learning emotion in each research cycle; 2) the problem-based instructional strategies
consisted of three sets of strategies, including stimulating attention strategy, stimulating
expression strategy and stimulating thought strategy, by integrating four main steps in learning
processes as follows: linkage process, educational framework process, research process

and to discuss and summarize the process.
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
