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The purposes of this comparative correlational research were to 1) study the
interaction effect between social situational factors and psychological factors related to
active citizen behaviors in terms of an overall group and biosocial factors group; and 2) to
study the prediction power of six independent factors with active citizen behaviors in three
sub-active citizen behaviors in the overall and the biosocial factors group. The samples
included undergraduate students from Srinakharinwirot University, consisting of five hundred
students, which were selected by multistage random sampling. The research consisted of
nine instruments, in the form of summated rating scales. The reliability of the alpha
coefficients was between .74 to .87. The data were analyzed by two-way ANOVA, multiple
regression analysis; enter and stepwise.

The research findings were as follows: 1) There were interactions between
socialization on public-mindedness and moral reasoning in conducting research which was
positively correlated to whole active citizen behaviors in three sub-active citizen behaviors;
2) There were interactions between socialization on public-mindedness and self-esteem in
conducting research positively correlated with whole active citizen behaviors in two sub-
active citizen behaviors i.e. personal responsibility and social criticism; 3) There were
interactions between religious rearing practice and moral reasoning in conducting research
positively correlated to whole active citizen behaviors in the three sub-active citizen
behaviors; and 4) the result from Multiple Regression and Enter & Stepwise Analysis found
that in overall group, there were six independent factors predicted active citizen behaviors in
three sub-active citizen behaviors. 4.1) The results of active citizen behaviors on personal
responsibility, six independent factors predicted at 18.6% and the independent factors
included moral reasoning, socialization on public-mindedness and self-esteem. 4.2) The
results of active citizen behaviors on public responsibility, there were six independent
factors predicted at 25.2% and the independent factors were self-esteem, religious rearing
practice, self-efficacy on active citizens and socialization on public-mindedness. 4.3) The
results of active citizen behaviors on social contribution, there were six independent factors
at 31.9% and the independent factors are positive attitudes to active citizen behaviors,
religious rearing practice, socialization on public-mindedness, self-esteem and self-efficacy

on active citizens.
