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This research aimed 1) to study the interactions and effects of the mental factors
and social factors related to the fourth to sixth grade psycho-social factors Associated with
the cigarette smoking prevention behaviors of primary school students in the Bangkok
metropolitan area; 2) to study the predictive power variables, the mental factors and social
factors related to psycho-social factors and cigarette smoking prevention behaviors among
fourth to sixth grade student of primary school students Year in the Bangkok metropolitan
area. The samples consisted of four hundred students selected by multistage random
sampling. The research consisted of instruments in the form of summated rating scale
questionnaires. The reliability of the alpha coefficients was between .75 and .88. The data
was analyzed by descriptive statistics, a t-test, two-way analysis of variance and
hierarchical multiple regression.

The research results were as follows: 1) there was no interaction between the
variables of future orientation and variables concerning role models for smoking prevention;
2) interactions between the variables of future orientation and the variables of social support;
3) interactions between the variables of psychological Immunity and variables including
smoking control from parents; 4) multiple regression analysis revealed that the variables in
the group included mental factors and social factors at 29.4% and important variables in the
term of prediction. Some of the psychosocial factors of the students the following; attitude to
smoking prevention behaviors, psychological immunity have good role models in term of
smoking prevention, smoking control from parents and social support with a significant

difference of .05.
