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This research aims to study the effectiveness of the Behavioral Science Program for
developing spirituality for teachers among teaching students. The research was conducted in two phases.
Phase One was a qualitative research to synthesize of the spirit of teachers in the Thai social context with
documents and in-depth interviews with lecturers, to understand the socialization of spiritual teachers and to
study the conditions of spiritual teachers at the Faculty of Education at Rajabhat University in Northeast
Thailand. The content analysis method was used and the data was obtained from in-depth interviews with 16
lecturers, selected by students and colleagues and spiritual teachers. The results found that the meaning of
a spiritual teacher in the Thai social context was someone with positive feelings and thoughts, as follows: (1)
self-respectful; (2) faithful to the teaching profession; and (3) a realization of the role of teachers; and (4) the
work engagement of teachers. The process of socialization among spiritual teachers was divided into three
aspects: contents, agents and tactics. The conditions for spiritual teachers were inspiration to teach,
attitudes to teaching, and social support. The meanings of spiritual teachers were used to create a measure
for their behavior, socialization strategies and conditions used to make activities for spiritual teachers. Phase
two was experimental research, a randomized sample was applied to divide the sample into two groups, with
ten students randomly assigned to the experimental group and ten students randomly assigned to the
control group. The instruments for Phase One data collection was a five-level rating scale, with an overall
reliability value of 0.82. The data was analyzed by Statistical Analysis of Covariance (ANCOVA). The results
of the study were as follows: students with higher levels of spiritual teacher behavior than students who did
not study in the Behavioral Science Program with a statistical significance of .05. This research found that
modeling of the socialization of spiritual teachers was the most important. Therefore, agencies involved with
teachers and students perceived teachers as behavioral models of the spirit of teachers so both students

and teachers can learn about the spirit of teachers.
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
