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Abstract

The objective of this qualitative research was to 1) synthesize knowledge from social
science research and innovation in behavioral science, 2) extract lessons on cultivating social
science wisdom from research and innovation results, and 3) study good practices on wisdom
cultivation that results from research and innovation in behavioral science and social science, and
utilization for society. The research is divided into 2 phases, starting with research synthesis. The
systematic review, with research articles published in the SCOPUS database of the Behavioral
Science Research Institute during the years 2019 - 2023, with a total of 12 studies in the field of
health behavior and followed phase by the lessons learned process using a case study among
research teams with remarkable achievements and continuous research implementation, i.e., the
behavioral science and social science research teams of Srinakharinwirot University. Two focus
groups were used for the data collection, namely, 1) the 12 members of the research teams with
experience in research implementation for social benefits, and 2) eight personnel from public
agencies that utilize research and innovation. The results revealed the following: 1) The results of
the synthesis of most of the research found that 1.1) research results were used as guidelines for
promoting and preventing health problems for good health and quality of life, and 1.2) the
program was developed in both onsite formats. and Online to get better health results. 2) Good
practices on valuable research and innovation creation and utilization for the benefit of society
consist of 2.1) a driving force to create research and innovation that can be utilized for society,
resulting from their own research design and external funding sources, and 2.2) key mechanisms
for valuable research and innovation creation and utilization for society, i.e., local teams and
networks. 3) Good practices on the utilization or transfer of research and innovation for society
consist of 3.1) driving mechanisms, i.e., content mechanisms, local leaders/target groups, and
communication, and 3.2) utilization of achievements for changing thinking methods and
behaviors. 4) Suggestions for further development of research and innovation for society under
sustainability consist of 4.1) driving research through practical policies, 4.2) integration of
research and innovation with the routine work of persons in charge and with the daily life of
customers, parallel to expanding the customer groups, 4.3) simple and accessible systems, and
4.4) local leader networks.
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
